
 

 “Overview of the Bible Course” 

This course is designed to give students an overview of the whole Bible, from Genesis to Revelation. 

An introduction is given to each book of the Bible, along with an outline of the books structure and 

an explanation of each book’s role within the Bible as a whole.   

Relevant archaeological evidences and theologically important issues are addressed during the 

course. Photos and charts are used extensively to stimulate learning and to aid in the understanding 

of the culture and geography of the Bible.  

Course Duration:  The course will be held on Tuesday nights from 6 till 8pm, and will run for 37 

weeks during school terms (total of 74 hours). Course will begin on Tuesday  31st January 2012, at 

6pm.
